It was a gorgeous October Saturday 

afternoon up at the track.  We had profiled 40 

dogs ready for adoption and were exhausted 

and ready to head home.  We were on our way 

out when the kennel owner exclaimed, “Wait, I 

forgot, there’s one more who is ready!”   

The owner opened up a top crate and a 

little white and fawn girl stood up and wagged 

her tail, as if she knew it was her time to shine.  

The owner said, “This is Mama.  Her litter is up 

for adoption, so we figured it was time for her 

to go, too.”    

Ivy’s Dancin’ Feet was seven; she’d 

suffered a broken hock when she was younger 

and  after her rehab was bred for puppies.   Her 

days of being a momma dog over, Ivy was 

ready for adoption.  We snapped a few quick 

pictures and were on our way.  She was the 

oldest dog profiled that day. 

I had just lost my seven year old 

greyhound Bauer unexpectedly a month before.   

But there I was, driving back from the track, 

thinking that I wanted to adopt that seven year 

old brood.     I hesitated because the thought of 

adopting an older dog scared me, especially 

since I had just lost a dog. How much time 

would we have together? What if she has 

medical problems?  Every scenario ran through 

my head, but my heart told me she was the dog 

I wanted. 

Pretty soon my heart won over.  I 

realized that the lesson I learned from Bauer 

was that with life there is always the 

unexpected and you have to live in the “now”.  

There are no guarantees when adopting pets 

and there most certainly is no guarantee that a 
             Miss Ivy on her adoption day 

younger dog will not have medical problems.  I 

adopted Bauer when he was four and he was 

with us for less than three years when he 

passed.  It was horribly unfair.   But if I had the 

chance to go back and chose to adopt again 

knowing he would be with us for such a short 

time, I would still have chosen Bauer.  It’s the 

quality of time, not quantity; I would never give 

up the wonderful time we had together.     

A year after we adopted Ivy, a ten year 

old brood was transported to Massachusetts 

with a haul of younger dogs from Florida.   

Princess was my unintentional adoption, the 

one I wasn’t expecting.  But once you have 

been loved by a senior, there’s no turning back.  

Princess is the sweetest, most affectionate 

greyhound I’ve ever met and I’m glad Ivy 

taught us to look past her age. 

So here we are, three years after from 

that fateful October day.  I could have adopted 

any of the younger dogs available that day, but 

Ivy chose me.  Ivy will be turning ten and 

Princess will be turning twelve this year.   They 

are spunky, quirky, loveable, bossy, sweet and 

the most awesome dogs ever.   I feel like the 

luckiest person in the world, and they’ve taught 

me to appreciate every single day we have 

together. 

      We frequently have older greyhounds on 

our adoptables list, and every time we do I see 

Ivys and Princesses waiting for their forever 

homes. These dogs are overlooked by many, 

even though we often have “senior incentives", 

but those who give them a chance will be 

rewarded ten-fold with their love.   Older dogs 

are mature, settle into a new home routine 

quickly and will race right into your heart. They 

make wonderful companions and deserve to 

spend their golden years on a couch of their 

very own!

Change your mindset: This is most important and 
most difficult step. You have to stop checking every 
street and back yard yourself, and start recruiting an 
army to do it for you. Most greyhounds are found 
within a mile or two of where they were lost, but a 
two mile radius is nearly 13 square miles, an 
impossible area to search adequately alone. You have 
to stop looking for your dog, and start looking for 
people. Everything that follows depends on it. With 
every hour that goes by, your chances of finding your 
dog, on your own, diminish. You now have to find 
someone who has seen your dog. You need a sighting 
and in order to get a sighting, you need help! Ask 
everyone you know, including your friends, co 
workers, adoption group and son's cub scout pack to

Get the word out: Whether you have help or not, 
ȅƻǳΩǾŜ Ǝot to get the word out about your lost dog. 
You and your volunteers are going to search yes, but

Ninety 
percent of lost dogs who are found, are found 
because someone saw a flyer. The flyers don't have 
to be fancy, but get them printed on the loudest, 
gaudiest paper available. "LOST GREYHOUND" In big 
letters. "If sighted please call (555)555-5555" and a 
silhouette of a running greyhound works great as an 
attention grabber.  
- Contact the adoption group immediately and post on 
the Greyhound Amber Alert www.greytalk.com 
- Knock on doors and talk to everyone you see; the 

mail person, the UPS driver, the local landscaper. Any 
of these people may see your dog, and if they do, now

 - Check your local animal shelters every few days, in 
person. It is amazing how many folks who work in

no identification, the owner will never know. Collars 
often fall off when a dog is loose or struck by a car. 
- Make sure that there is always someone available at

to call with a sighting, and then hang up because they 
got a message service. 
 
Lost Dog Kit 

Save yourself from having to scramble and have these 
items ready to go in a lost dog kit: 

¶ Pre-made flyers on bright paper with your 
phone number 

¶ Phone list of all the local vets, animal control, 
humane society and CGA 

¶ large flashlight 

¶ cell phone or walkie-talkies fully charged 

¶ staple guns with extra staples  

¶ extra leash, collar and harness

In June of 2008, she was 
returned to CGA as it turned out that she could not 
live with kitties and had some fear aggression issues 
which her previous owners did not want to continue 
to work through with her.

Most of them have 
overcome this with patience and training provided by 
their loyal owners who see that by giving the dog 
confidence, the dog no longer has to be fearful and 
most times stop exhibiting the unwanted behavior. 
 
Enough was placed in a CGA foster home last June 
that operates more like a kennel versus a typical 
foster home.  She lived harmoniously with many dogs 
although she was kenneled most of the day and was 
let out to play and exercise several times.  We knew 
that it was best if Enough could get into a foster 
situation that offered her more of a home like setting 
so that someone could work with her one on one.  So 
in December, we found her a very nice foster home 
who agreed to take her in temporarily as the family 
had a commitment at the end of April that would 
prohibit them from keeping her beyond that time. 
 
Since she has lived in her current foster home for the 
last few months, Enough has thrived and her foster 
family gives her glowing revƛŜǿǎΧΧ
